ACTS 2:42-47 
The first reading tells us how the early 
Church grew every day because of the 
acts of mercy — sharing, 
sacrificial agápe love — practiced by 
the early Christians. 
 
Responsorial Psalm      
R. Give thanks to the LORD, for he 
is good, his love is everlasting. 
 
1 PT 1:3-9 
In the second reading St. Peter glorifies 
God, the Father of Jesus Christ, for 
showing us His mercy by granting His 
Son, Jesus Resurrection from the dead 
and a glorious Ascension into Heaven, 
thus giving us the assurance of our own 
resurrection.  
 
JN 20:19-31 
Today’s Gospel vividly reminds us of 
how Jesus instituted the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation, a sacrament of Divine 
Mercy. The risen Lord gave his 
Apostles the power to forgive sins with 
the words, “Whose sins you forgive, 
they are forgiven them, and whose sins 
you retain, they are retained” (Jn 
20:19-23).  Presenting the doubting 
Thomas’ famous profession of Faith, 
“My Lord and my God,” the Gospel 
illustrates how Jesus showed his mercy 
to the doubting apostle and emphasizes 
the importance of Faith for everyone.

Gospel      JN 20:19-31 
A reading from the Holy Gospel according to John. 
 
On the evening of that first day of the week, when the doors were locked, where the disciples 
were, for fear of the Jews, Jesus came and stood in their midst and said to them, "Peace be with 
you." When he had said this, he showed them his hands and his side. The disciples rejoiced when 
they saw the Lord. Jesus said to them again, "Peace be with you. As the Father has sent me, so I 
send you." And when he had said this, he breathed on them and said to them, "Receive the Holy 
Spirit. Whose sins you forgive are forgiven them, 
and whose sins you retain are retained." 
Thomas, called Didymus, one of the Twelve, was not with them when Jesus came. So the other 
disciples said to him, "We have seen the Lord." But he said to them, "Unless I see the mark of the 
nails in his hands and put my finger into the nailmarks and put my hand into his side, I will not 
believe." 
Now a week later his disciples were again inside and Thomas was with them. Jesus came, although 
the doors were locked, and stood in their midst and said, "Peace be with you." Then he said to 
Thomas, "Put your finger here and see my hands, and bring your hand and put it into my side, and 
do not be unbelieving, but believe." 
Thomas answered and said to him, "My Lord and my God!" Jesus said to him, "Have you come 
to believe because you have seen me? Blessed are those who have not seen and have believed." 
Now, Jesus did many other signs in the presence of his disciples 
that are not written in this book. But these are written that you may come to believe that Jesus is 
the Christ, the Son of God, and that through this belief you may have life in his name.

Every pastor assigned to parish is obliged to offer the Mass on Sunday for his parishioners. It 
won’t be fair to combine these two Masses into one, therefore there will be two Masses, one for 
St. Valentine’s members and one for Our Saviour. We have to do it due to traveling limitations as 
well as due to lack of WiFi connection in our church building in Lawrenceville. Until last Sunday 
our cellphones were used as hotspots for streaming but cellular plan has monthly limits of using 
it. You understand what I am talking about.  
Parishioners of Our Saviour share the cost of Zoom subscription with St. Valentine’s. I assure you 
you will be warmly welcomed into St. Valentine’s community and let’s join our prayers together 
asking God for his mercy. 
Understanding this difficult situation and in solidarity with those who temporarily lost their jobs, 
I agreed to lower my weekly paycheck from Our Saviour. Reduced cost of traveling as well as 
electricity bill in the church will help us to save some expanses.
