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FAITH SHARING 

Today’s readings explain what true 

religion is. It is not simply a 

scrupulous, external observance of 

rules, laws, traditions and rituals. It is a 

loving, obedient relationship with God 

expressed in obeying His 

Commandments, worshipping Him, 

recognizing His presence in other 

human beings, and rendering them 

loving and humble service. Prayers, 

rituals, Sacraments, and religious 

practices only help us to practice this 

true religion in our daily lives. 

The first reading explains that religion 

is a Covenant relationship with a 

caring, providing and protecting God, 

fostered by keeping His 

Commandments given through Moses.  

In the second reading, St. James 

defines true religion as keeping the 

word of God and doing His will by 

helping the needy, the poor and the 

weak in the community. He challenges 

Christians to become doers of the 

word, not merely hearers. 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus describes true 

religion as serving God and all His 

children with a pure and holy 

heart.  The Gospel explains the 

encounter of Jesus with the Sanhedrin 

observers and the Pharisees who had 

been sent to assess Jesus’ unique, 

controversial teachings. These experts 

had found Jesus’ teachings an open 

violation of the “Traditions of the 

Elders,” and judged Jesus’ implied and 

spoken claims blasphemous.

Gospel     MK 7:1-8, 14-15, 21-23 

A reading from the Holy Gospel according to Saint Mark. 

 

When the Pharisees with some scribes who had come from Jerusalem gathered around Jesus, they 

observed that some of his disciples ate their meals with unclean, that is, unwashed, hands.  — For 

the Pharisees and, in fact, all Jews, do not eat without carefully washing their hands, keeping the 

tradition of the elders. And on coming from the marketplace  they do not eat without purifying 

themselves.  And there are many other things that they have traditionally observed, the purification 

of cups and jugs and kettles and beds. — So the Pharisees and scribes questioned him, "Why do 

your disciples not follow the tradition of the elders but instead eat a meal with unclean hands?"  

He responded, "Well did Isaiah prophesy about you hypocrites, as it is written: 

This people honors me with their lips, 

but their hearts are far from me; 

in vain do they worship me, 

teaching as doctrines human precepts. 

You disregard God's commandment but cling to human tradition." 

He summoned the crowd again and said to them, "Hear me, all of you, and understand.  Nothing 

that enters one from outside can defile that person; but the things that come out from within are 

what defile. 

"From within people, from their hearts, come evil thoughts, unchastity, theft, murder, adultery, 

greed, malice, deceit, licentiousness, envy, blasphemy, arrogance, folly. All these evils come from 

within and they defile."
